FOOD VENDORS

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

APPLICATION:  Final payment is due by August 1, 2011.  The NCICF reserves the right to select vendors based upon the selection and quality of their food to be presented.   We attempt to have a variety of foods portraying Italian culture. Notification of your approved application will be sent to you by August 15, 2011. 

CANCELLATION:  If for some reason you find it necessary to cancel your participation, please send written request stating reason for cancellation to:  NCICF Festival Refund,

2036 Nevada City Highway, PMB 279 Grass Valley, CA 95945.  Refund requests postmarked or delivered in person by July 1, 2011 will receive a refund minus a 10% service charge.  Cancellation requests received after July 1, 2011 will not be refunded.

FOOD ITEMS:  Only pre-approved items may be displayed and sold.  A description of all items to be sold must be detailed in the vendor application.  The sale, use or display of

unapproved, illegal items or services are prohibited and could be cause for dismissal from the event.

BOOTHS AND DISPLAYS:  All booths, displays and merchandise must be tasteful and appropriate for a family friendly environment.  Space may not be assigned, sold, traded or shared without prior approval.   A sign must be posted on the outside of your booth

indicating the name of the organization, business or individual.

SOLICITATION:   Only pre-approved services and merchandise may be promoted at the vendor’s booth.   Unless authorized, the NCICF does not permit within the Festival boundaries, the distribution of printed materials, sampling, hawking, panhandling or solicitation.

PERMITS, LICENSES AND SALES TAX:   Permits, licenses including a resale permit and insurance are the vendor’s responsibility.  Vendors may obtain a resale permit through the California State Board of Equalization.  You are required to furnish to the NCICF the

resale permit number and name of permit owner.
INSURANCE:   Vendor to supply minimum $1,000,000 coverage for NCICF.
HEALTH PERMIT:  Vendors must comply with the current applicable Nevada County Environmental Health Service regulations for food preparation and service.   Your health permit will be must be visibly posted in your booth.  It is the vendor’s responsibility to collect payment for services rendered and items purchased in addition to applicable taxes and to obtain individual health permits.

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ELECTRICITY AND LIGHTING:  The NCICF will provide one 110V electrical outlet for each booth.  Fueled generators are not permitted.

EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES:   The NCIF is not responsible to provide tables, chairs, awnings, lighting, booth, fixtures or transportation.   It is the vendor’s responsibility to furnish any and all necessary equipment and supplies to operate their space.
All special requirements, i.e. refrigeration, food processing equipment and power requirements must be listed on the vendor application.   Vendors are responsible to provide their transportation and all other equipment and supplies required for their area.

TRADEMARK:  The NCIF reserves the exclusive right to the utilization of the Nevada County Italian Cultural Foundation (NCICF) and the Nevada County Italian Festival (NCIF) name, logo and symbols thereof.

LOSSES:  The NCICF is not responsible for any depreciation or loss of any kind as a result of fire, theft, physical violence, elements of nature or respective causes regardless of origin.

CLEAN UP:  Vendors are responsible for the condition and cleanliness of their area during and after the event.  Regular normal maintenance will be provided to all vendors.  All booths will be inspected during and after the Festa to ensure compliance with all city and county requirements.   The refundable cleaning deposit will be sent to you after close of the event if your area has passed clean up inspection. As a safety precaution applicable vendors are asked to prevent excessive cooking oil spillage on pavement and sidewalk areas.

Ice:  Ice will be available for sale at the event on a cash basis.

FINANCES:  Vendors are responsible for obtaining change required to operate their booth.  The NCICF and Memorial Park merchants will not be equipped or obligated to provide change for your use.

SHOW TIMES:  The show times are Saturday, September 17th from 11:00 am to 8:00 pm and Sunday, September 18th from 11:00 am to 8:00 pm.

SHOW LOCATION: Grass Western Gateway Park, 18560 Penn Valley Drive, Penn Valley, CA 95946.  Ten minutes west of Grass Valley on Highway 20.
SET UP TIMES:   Your booth will be clearly marked with your name and space number.  Please keep your booth construction within the boundaries designated by masking tape.  Set up times will be from Friday, September 16 from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm, Saturday from 7:00 am to 9:00 am.

TEARDOWN TIME:  Teardown will be Sunday, September 18 from 8:00 pm until 10:00 pm or by Monday noon.  PLEASE do not start teardown before 8:00 pm.
